Metrication (or metri�cation) is the process of introducing the International 
System of Units (or SI), commonly known as the metric system, to replace the 
traditional or customary units of measurement of a country or region. Although 
all U.S. customary units have been rede�ned in terms of SI units, the United 
States does not commonly mandate the use of SI. Imperial units are otherwise 
still permitted, and are commonly used alongside metric units in dual labeling.

Clinicians in Healthcare are used to utilizing metrics conversions. Patients 
often give clinicians their weight in pounds and the clinician will convert it to 
kilograms. Looking to lose a few pounds? This won’t reduce your weight but it 
may sound better to you in kilograms. Convert that 12 oz drink to grams and 
now your glass seems a little fuller!
